GENERAL PRESCRIPTIONS APPLYING TO ABTABIERAILLYRALLYCHAMPIONSHIPS,

TROPHIES, CHALLENGES AND CUPS

1. GENERAL CHAMPIONSHIP CONDITIONS

The FMSCI organizes the FMSCI Rally Championships (the Champiovisblpsre the property
oftheCa{/ L® ¢KS @2NR a/ KI YL 2y GAUSCUREly champiéndhips] A O
challenges, Rally trophies and cups. Each championship comprises of the rallies which are entered
on the corresponding Championship calendar.

The chanpionships are governed by tH&A International sporting code and its apperedi {the
code) and these regulations which consist of article applicable to one or more of following specific
championships.

FMSCI Rally Championships,

FMSCI Indian National Rally Cups

FMSCI Indian National Championship for Teams.

FMSCI Indian Nation@hampionship for Drivers.

FMSCI Indian National Championship foiDCiwers (Navigatrs)

1.1 APPLICATION

1.1.1 Only theFMSCmay grant waivers to these regulations. Any breach of these regulations
will be reported tothe Stewards, who may impose a penalty asArticles 12.2 and 12.3
of the FIA International Sporting Code (Coda&jhy case not provided for in the
regulations will be studied by th&teward, who alone have the power to make decisions
(Art. 11.9 of the Code)

1.1.2 The clerk of the course is charged with the applicatiothese regulations and theally
supplementary regulations before and during the running of the rally. He must inform
the Steward of any important incidents that have occurred which require the
application of these regulations or thally supplementary regulations

1.1.3 Anything that is not expresshuthorizedby these regulations is forbidden.

1.2 OFFICIAL LANGUAGE
For allFMSCiallies, the official language must be English

1.3 INTERPRETATION
Should any dispute arise as to the interpretation of these regulations, onliFkMt@Chas the
authority to make a decision.

1.4 DATE OF APPLICATION
These regulations come into force ofi Januan2018
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2.1 BEGINNING OF THE RALLY
The Rally beings on the day of administrative checks or reconnaissance (whichever is the
earlier). The competition element of the rally begins at the first time control.

2.2 BULLETIN
Official written document intended to modifyclarify or comple¢ the supplementary
regulationsof the raly as detailed in AppendixdI2

2.3 COMMUNICATION
Official written document of an informative nature which may be issued by either the clerk
of the course or théStewards.

2.4 CONTROL AREAS
The area between the first yellowlockwarning signal and the final beige sign with three
transverse stripes is considered as the control area.

2.5 CREW-TEAM MEMBERS
A crew is made up of two persons on board each car nominated as driver amdven Unless
otherwise stated, both members of the crew may drive during the rally and each one must hold an
FMSCI driver's competition licence for the current year, which is valid for the rally. If no competitor is
listed on the entry application, the driverdeemed also to be the competitor and must hold the two
corresponding licences. A team is made up of the competitor, the crew and support personnel.

When competing outside their countries, crews must take out an international insurance policy
covering tleir repatriation, if necessary, in the event of an accident.

2.6 DECISIOM document issued by the clerk of course or tBeward to announce their
findings following an enquiry, hearing or investigation

2.7 END OF THEALLY
Therally ends upon posting ofthe Final Official Classification. The competition element of
the rally finishes at the final time control.

2.8 FMSCI
Any mention to the FMSCI refers to the FMSR4Allycom.

2.10 MEDIA ZONE
A zone established for the media prior to the time control at the entrance of service parks,
remote services or regroup parks.
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2.11 NEUTRALISATION
Time during which the crews are stopped by tirganisersor whatever reason wher@arc
Fermé rules apply

2.12 PARG-ERME
An area in which any operation, checking, tuning or repair on the car is not allowed unless
expressly provided for by these regulations or by the supplementary regulations of the rally
and where only authorised officials are admitted.

2.13 PROHIBIED SERVICE
The use or receipt by the crew of any manufactured materials (solid or liquid, other than
drinking water supplied by the organisers), spare parts, tools or equipment other than those
carried in the competing car or the presence of team pergbnas defined in these
regulations.

2.14 RECONNAISSANCE
The presence on a special stage in any way whatsoever of an FIA priority driver and / or co
drivers, FMSCI Seeded Driver and / ord@eers at any time or of any negpriority crew
member intending to eter a rally after the announcement of the itinerary.

2.15 REGROUP
A stop scheduled by the organisers undarcfermé or holding park conditions having a
time control at the entrance and exit to enable the schedule to be followed and/or to
regroup the cars dt in the rally. The stopping time may vary from crew to crew

2.16 ROAD SECTION
The parts of an itinerary which are not used for special stages

2.17 SECTION OF THE RALLY
Each part of the rally separated by-geoup.

2.18 SERVICE
Any work on a competing car excephere limited in these regulations.

2.19 SUPER SPECIAL STAGE
Any variation from the running of special stage as described in these regulations and detailed
in the rally supplementary regulations and/ or a special stage designed for spectator viewing
with the possibility of having more than one car starting at the same time.

2.20 TIME CARD
A ard intended forentry of times recorded at the different control points scheduled on the
itinerary.

2.21 TECHNICAL ZONE
A zone separated by two time controls for the purpose afrging out technical checks by
the Scrutineers.
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2.22 YELLOW CARD
A serious lack of spectator safety in rallies may lead to a yellow card being given by the Rally
Commission to an event organiser who has committed such an offence. After two gellds/within
two consecutive years, a penalty will be given by the Rally Commission.

3. OFFICIALS AND DELEGATES

3.1 STEWAR®D
The panel ofSteward of the meeting(the Steward) shall always comprise three members.
Two of these members shall be appointed by FMSCI (including chairman). They shall be from
different clubs other than the club organizing the rally and &tewardmay be propose by
the club organizing the rally for acceptance by FME&GL. NRC all theSteward will be
appointed bythe FMSCI.There must be a permanent communication link between the
Steward and the clerk of the course. During the running of the rally at least one of the
Steward must be in the vicinity of the rally HQ.

3.2 FMSCDELEGTES
Theminimum of the following dlegates may be appointed by tikSCI

3.21 FMSCTechnical Delegate
TheFMSCTechnical Delegate will liaise with the clerk of the course and will be the chief
scrutineer responsible for all technical matters.

3.2.2 FMSCDbserver/s
The FMSCDbserver(s) will review all aspects of the rally and complete the appropriate
FMSCiteport form.

4. ELIGIBLE CARSHMSCCHAMPIONSHIABALLIES

4.1 SUMMARY
Only FMS@¥IA homologated cars, or other cars approved by FMSCI may participate in
National Championship rallies and must comply with the provisionthefIAFMSCI 4W
Technical RegulationsSee specific regulations applicable for the Chamghdp.

5. THE CHAMPIONSHIP REQUIREMENTS

The Rally Commission may recommend to FMSCI council for waiver of any of the following
requirements andCouncil may decide accordingly.
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QUALIFICATION OF A RALLY

A candidate rally may qualify for the Championship only if it has been organised the year
preceding its inclusion in the Championskipin the year of championship as approved by
the FMSCand ifthe reports drawn up by the Delegates appointed by EMSChave been
satisfactory.

CANCELLATION OF A CHAMPIONSHIP RALLY
Any Championship rally which is cancelled will not be entered in the Championship in
subsequent years, except in a casearté majeure asecognizedy the FMSCI

REPORTS
For each rally, a report will be drawn up by BMSCODbserver and possibly by othEMSCI
officials, and reviewed by the relevaRMSCCommission.

Any Championship rally shown by tRdserverreport to have failed either to comply with
the regulations or to attain an adequate standard against the points observed may not be
accepted in further years in the Championship.

CANDIDATRALLIES

Any rally which is a candidate fé&tMSCIChampionkip must comply with theGeneral
Prescription applicable to FMSCI rally Championship and to the sporting regulations of the
championship conceed. In case of candidate everDrganisewould have to run a oneeg

rally of regular RC event, where criteria like safety, communication, organization etc. would
be looked at. If theDrganises are knownand have run anRC event in past two years, the
criteria would be differenthan that of a newOrganiseras decided by the Rally Comneit

5.1 CHAMPIONSHIP POINTS
5.1.1 Attribution of points
For each Championship title, points will be awarded for each rally taking into account
the general classification according to the following scale:

Additional conditions to score points

Only those cars driven by a registered driver are eligible to score points within the
general classification, taking into account their relative position and without taking into
account the classification of the cars of the r@gistered drivers. Registedecodriver is
eligible toscore points within the general classification, taking into account their relative
position and without taking into account the classification of the megistered ce
drivers.

To be eligible for Championship points and awards, each driver amiliv@r must be
registeredindividually with theFMSCI

Points can only be earned for events held after the date of registration.

Attribution of reduced points
Should one of the rallies counting towards a Championship or Cup not be able to be run
in its entirety, the points shall be awarded on the basis of the established classification:

full points if more than 50 % of the scheduled length of special stageedtto the
second) has been run

half points being awarded if between 25 % and 50 % of the scheduled length of special
stages has been run.

No points will be awared if less than 2% of the scheduled lengthf special stages has
been run.

This isapplicable to championship and bonus points.

REGISTRATION FEES

The Drivers / G®rivers must register individually with the FMSCllestst one week
before therally in which he/ sheintendto score points. The Fees shallfrescribed in
the Specific Regulations of that championship.
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5.2 MINIMUM PARTICIPATION REQUIREMENTS

5.2.1 The minimum number of participations arder to be classified at the end of the season
in the final results of the various Championships idaied unde the appropriate
Championship.

5.2.2 |If the registered driver and edriver do not take part in the required minimum number
of events and/or the minimum number of rallies in a region, where applicable, and/or in
one of their nominatedally, they will be withdrawn from the final classification of the
Championship concerned. In that case, the points will not be redistributed to those still in
the Championship. Failure to comply with the above minimum participation
requirements after regist@on may result in sanctions being imposed by the ASN issuing
the relevantlicenseafter considering the circumstances of non participation. FMSCI
may impose additional sanctions on registered competitors, drivers ardticers who
fail to comply withthe minimum participation requirements.

5.3 NUMBER OF RESULTS FOR THE FINAL CHAMPIONSHIP CLASSIFICATION
The classification will be established taking into account the criteria required for each
ChampionshipThe driver and the edriver havingotaled the highest number of points will
be declared the relevant champion.

10.1 DRIVERS AND @RIVERS
For drawing up the final classification of a Championship, the for deciding between
driversand cadrivers who have scored exactly the same points total shall be:

10.1.1 According to the greater number of first places, then second places, then third places,
etc., achieved in thénal classification®n their respective championship, countingly
thoserallies which have served to make up their points total;

10.1.2 According to the greater number of highest places achieved iritta¢classification®n
their respective championship, counting only thasdlies in which each of the drivers
and codrivers with the same points score has taken part, ddéh place being worth
more than any number ofi2th places, onel2th place being worth more than any
number of13th places, and so on.

10.1.3 In the event of a further tie, th&MSCitself will decide the winner and decide between
any other tying drivers and edrivers, on the basis of whatever other considerations it
thinks appropriate.

10.2 MANUFACTURERE®R TEAMS (WHICHEVER IS APPLICABLE)
The rule for deciding betweeregisteled manufacturersor registered teamavhich have
scored exactly the same pus total shall be as follows:

10.2.1 According to the greater maber of highest places achieved the number of rallies
having served to make up the points total for each manufactureteam, taking into
account only the highest place per rally for each manufactareeam

10.2.2 According to the number of 9th places, 10th places, etc., ong@Rite being worth more
than any number of 10th places and so on.

10.2.3 In the event of a further tie, th&MSCiltself will decide the winner and decide between
any other tying manufacturers on the basis of whatever other considerations it thinks
appropriate.

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12 PROCEDURE CONCERNING THE CHOICE OF ITINERARY

12.1 RECPEQIF THE OFFICIAL ITINERARY AND SPORTING PROGRAM

12.1.1Except in &ase of forcanajeure, the clerk of the course must ensure that the itinerary is
respected.

12.1.2No objections made immediately, before or during the running of the rally will be taken in
to consideration unless approved by the FMSCI sddetggate

12.1.3After the start of the competitive element of the rally, the relaying of information
between competitors concerning the condition of special stages is forbidden. Any
transgesson will be reported to theSteward.

13.1 RALLYDURATION
The duration of a rally may vary in the different championships. The appropriate duration is
detailed in the variations and additional provisions for the championship concerned.

- There shall be no single special stage minimum aximum dstance. However, there
must ideally be no more than 80 km of special stages between visits to service parks or
remote service zones.

- No one stage or part of a stage may be run more than twice in a rally, super special
stages excluded.

13.2 SPEED RESTRIONS ON ROAD SECTIONS
The average speed on road sections will be left to@mganisesQ RA & ONB G A2y 06 dzi
comply with the laws of the country of the rally. This speed must be specified in the road
book.

13.3 GENERAL
The suitability of the special stages to be used in a rally is the sole responsibility of the
Organiserof the event who should avoid roads which may not comply with EMSCI
regulations and / or recommendations. Safety is of paramount importance whectsel
stages. The selection of the rally route should avoid roads which may include high spectator
traffic density

13.4 PROGRAMME FOR THE RALLIES
Other than respecting the following criteria, organisers are encouraged to evolve their own
rally characteristics and may devise their own rally programme/itinerary.
134.1 The timetable of a rally shall be in the following order:
- Reconnaissance
- Administration (may also take place prior to the start of reconnaissance)
- Scrutineering
- Shakedown (if any)
- Ceremonial Start
- Rally
- Podium Ceremony
134.2 Rallies may competitively run over 2 or 3 days, including section starts mmnsicishes.
134.3 Rallies must finish on a Saturday or, preferably, a Sunday.
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14. GENERAL

14.1 FMSCETANDARDISED DOCUMENTS

Documents which are published electronically shall not be amended once published on

Organises web site unless amendments are highlighted. Any documents which require
approval from FMSCI shall not be amended without approvaMSE&.

14.2 ROAD BOOK
All the crews will receiva road book containing a detailed description of the compulsory
itinerary. This itinerary and the road direction diagram must be followady devation will
be reported to the Stewards. All crews will receivea Road Book containing a detailed

description of the compulsory itinerary. The Road Book defines the compulsory itinerary of
the rally by the road direction diagrams and, between the road direction diagrams, by the
defined roadway. Furthermore, on the esgal stages, the organizers may erect barriers or
any other hindrances where they believe competitors have deviated from the roadway
during reconnaissance or the first running of the stages.

Any deviation will be reported to the Stewards.

14.3 TIME CARD
14.3.1. Each crew is responsible for

- Its time card

- Submitting the time card at controls and its accuracy.

- Any entries made on time card.

Therefore it is upon the crew to submit its time card to the marshals at the control
time, and to checkHat time is correctly entered.

14.3.2. The appropriate marshal is the only person allowed to make entries on time card,

14.3.3 In case of absence of a stampfiter or signature from any control, thebsence of

time entry at any control, or the failure to hand in the time card at each conthd
crew concernedwill be removed from classification. This information will be
pronounced by the Clerk of course at the end of section.

14.3.4 Any divergencdetween the time entered on the crews time card and those entered

on the official documents of the rally will form subject of enquiry by the clerk of course.
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14.4 CHAMPIONSHIP LOGO
The title and logo of the event and the official logo attributed by tHRBISCIlto the

Championship concerned must appear on the top of any official documents. The event logo
should be positioned tthe left side and th&-MSCChampionship logo to right side

16. INSURANCE COVER

16.1 DESCRIPTION OF INSURANCE COVER

The supplementary regulations must give details concerning insurance cover taken out by
the Organises. The certificate shall name the competitors, the FMSCI and the officials of the
rally (Description of the risks and sums covered).

16.2 PUBLIC LIABILITY COVER

16.2.1 The insurance premium which must be included in the entry fee must guarantee
adequat cover for civil liability towards third parties (public liability).

16.2.2 Public Liability cover shall be in addition to and without prejudice to any personal
insurance policy held by a competitor or any other person or legal entity taking part in
the rally.

16.2.3 The insurance cover must at least be in effect during the dhaka stage and therfor
crewsrunning within the itinerary of the rallyirom the start ofLeg1 till the end of the
rally or at the moment of permanent retirement alisqualification Cars having retired
and restarted the next_egshall not be considerkto have permanently retired.

16.2.4 In case if any event is running a shakedown or free practice, the insurancencostbe
in effect during shakedown or free practice.

16.3 EXCLUSION OF COVER

The service vehicles and cars used for reconnaissance, even those bearing special plates
iIssued by thé@rganises, are not covered by the insurance policy of the rally.

18. COMPETITION NUMBER® ADVERTISING

18.1 GENERAL
18.1.1 The Organiserwill provide each crew with the number identification, which must be
affixed to their car in the statedositionsprior to pre-eventscrutineering.
18.1.2 Any advertising within this identification is obligatory and may not be refused by the
competitors/entrants.No modification is allowed to these panels.
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18.2 FRONDOOR PANELS

18.2.1 Two front door panels measuring 67 cm wide by 17 cm high includibgcia white
Surround Each of these panels shall comprise a matt black competition number box
which shall always be at the front of the panel. Numerals will be fluorescent yellow (PMS
803), 14 cm high and with a stroke width of 2 cm. The remainder of tos panel is
reserved for theOrganiser

18.2.2 Each panel shall be placed horizontally at the leading edge of each front door, with the
number at the front. The top of the plate shall be between 7 cm and 10 cm below the
lower limit of the window.

18.2.3 No signage, other than the colour schewiethe car, shall be placed within 10 cm of this
panel.

18.3 REAR WINDOW
One rear window panel measuring a maximum of 30 cm wide and 10 cm high shall be
positioned at the top of the rar window, and positionedeft or right, as indicatedin the
supplementary regulations. An adjacent area of 15 cm? shall contain a fluorescent orange
(PMS 804) 14 cm high competition number on a clear background. This number may be
reflective and must be visible from the rear ateclevel.

18.4 SIDE WINDOWS
Two numbers for each rear side window which shalkBem high with a stroke width of at
least 25 mm, coloured fluorescent orange (PMS 804), and may be reflective. These numbers

(or 2 x 7 cm high), situated above and/or below the numbers.

18.6 FRONT PLATE
One plate fitting into a rectangle 43 cm wide by 21.5 cm high which shall include at least the
competition number and full name of the rally.

18.7 RESTRICTIONS ON ADVERTISING
18.7.1 Competitors are allowed to affix any kind of advertising to their cars, provided that:
- It isauthorised by the national laws of Indaad theFMSCI FIAregulations.

18.7.3 The text of any obligatory organiser advertising must be clearly indicated in the
supplementary regulations, or in an official bullebefore the closeof entries for the
rally.

18.8.3 Competitors who accept theOrganise® optional advertising as specified in the
supplementary regulations must reserve space forNto modification to advertising is
allowed.

18.8.4 The organisers optional advertising must be clearly indicated in the supplementary
regulation. If the optionaladvertising is published in a bulletiand should there be
conflict with the competitors advertising, the competitor may refuse such optional
advertising without paying any extra fee.

20.1.2 When cars are subject tBarcferme rules (Art 42.1), they may onlg Imoved by crews
and officialsat all other times anyone may push a car by hand. Other than under its own
power and by hand, any other manner of moving a car is prohibiteds otherwise
permitted in the regulatios.

20.1.3 Exhibition drivingmay only be performed when permitted by theugplementary
regulations of theally.

20.1.4 Crews must always drive in the direction of the special stage (exeequlelyto effect a
turn round) under pain oflisqualificaton pronounced by the clerk of the course.

20.1.5 On the road section that is public road, a competition car may only be driven on four
freely rotating wheels and tyres. Any infringement will be reported to $tewards who
may impose a penaltyp to disqualification

20.2 DURING RECONNAISSANCE

20.2.1 It is emphasizedthat reconnaissance is not practice. All the road traffic laws of the
country inwhich the rally runs must be strictly adhered to and the safety and rights of
other road users must be respected.

20.2.2 Speeding during reconnaissance will incur a fine applied by the clerk of the course as

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27.2.3 It is also the responsibility of theompetitor to see to itthat any part of the car which
hasbeen handled during checking is reinstalled correctly.

27.2.4 Any fraud discovered, and in particular identification marks presented as original which
have been tampered with, Wibe reported to theSteward. This will not prejudiceny
demands which may additionally be made to the FMSCI concerning the imposition of
heavier sanctions.

28. FINAL CHECKS

28.1 FINALPARG-ERME
After finish formalities cars must be placed inParcfermé where they shall remainntil
released by thé&tewards.

28.2 SELECTION OF CARS
Post rally scrutineering involving the dismanmiy of a car may be carried oetther at the
discretion of theSteward or following a protest or upon the recommendation of the clerk of
the course to theStewards.

28.3 HOMOLOGATIONDFFORM
The complete original FIAFMSClhomologation form and other necessary certifications
must be availablevith the competitorfor final checks. For regional cars the corresponding
original ASN documents must be available.

28.4 TIME AVAILABLE FOR FINAL CHECKS
The interval between the arrival of the cars at the scrutimeg venue, as published in the
supplementary regulations, a@nthe posting of the Provisional Final Classification must not
be less than two hours.

29. SHAKEDOWN REQUIREMENTS

29.1 GENERAL
A shakedown stage may be organised with the purpose of being both a media and
promotional opportunity and for competitors to trial their cars. It is optional for the
organiser to inalde the shakedown in the ralpgrogram.

29.2 RUNNING OF SHAKEDOWN

29.2.1 The shakedown stage shall be run as if it were a stage run during the rally and include all
the appropriatesafety measures.

29.2.2 The shakedown stage may be run using a super special stage or part of a stage of the
itinerary ofthe rally.

29.2.3 For the application of Art. 20.2, the shakedown is considered to be part of
reconnaissance.

The adjustment of tyre pressure is permitted:
- When the start of a stage is delayed by more than 10 minutes for any competitor
- In regroupsof more than 10 minutes duration f@nycompetitor, if followed by a special
stageor super special stage.

60.7 HANDCUTTING
The intentional modification of the design of the tyre or the number of studs on the tyres
on or in the car is only permitteth the service park when allowed in championship
regulations and / or supplementarggulations.

60.9 STUDDED TYRES
If studded tyres are permitted in a rally, the regulations and method of checking on studs
must be stated in the supplementary regulations.
For studded tyres, no restrictions are set on the tyres themselves, the auofliyres and
the rubber composing them.

60.10 SPARE WHEELS
Cars may carry a maximum of two spare wheels.
Any complete wheel fitted on the car or installed inside the car during servicing must reach
the next service park or the next service area where tyre change is authorikkd.
complete wheel may be loaded on or taken off the car elsewhere than in thé&cegrarks
or the service areas where a tyre change is authorised.

60.10 AVAILABILITY OF TYRES
All tyres used in the Indian National Rally Championships must be readily available
commercially

60.11 TREATMENT OF TYRES
Any chemical and/or mechanidaéatment of tyres is prohibited.

60.12 RIMS
Any device designed to clamp the tyre to the rim is not permitted.

60.13 DISTANCE BETWEEN TYRE CHANGES
The length of a special stage or the combined distance of special stages between two tyre
changes must be betwee2b and 60 km, unless otherwise authorised by #ESCI

63.1 ENGINE REPLACEMENT
63.1.1 In case of engine failure between scrutineering and the first time caritrd permitted
to replace the engine, however 5 minute penalty will be applied by the clerk of course.
